ALGINOX USEAGE

The following information relates to the use of Alginox for use in the cultivation of orchid plants. A‘::u:ox am?:
Benzalalkonium Chloride which is a bactericide and fungicide that has been used successfully in re
swimniing pools. '
The following formulae is what we use successfully on our orchids
