SPECIES of the NIGHT

Dendrobium goldschmidtianum ORIGIN/HABITAT: Taiwan and the

Exhibitor: Arnold Lockery Philippine Islands. Plants grow on
Mt. Iraya on Batan Island and on
Botel Tobago and Lu-Tao Islands,
which are located approximately
60 mi. (97 km) southeast of Taiwan.
Plants are usually found in semi
shade on the branches of Ficus
retusa in banyan jungles at about
1000 ft. (300 m). -- Source: Charles
Baker

Grown in dappled light conditions.
Grow in warm to hot conditions, or
18 Celsius to 30 Celsius at night.

Professor Dr. Goldschmidt was a
German orchid enthusiast and first
to flower the species c. 1900s.
