 Dr. Callyn Farrell was introduced to members, and he gave a powerpoint presentation on 
Dendrobium section Rhizobium, the section, culture, and judging. 
 
 We were shown how this species has developed over the years, with many and varied  
colours, size and number of flowers, from breeding with Dockrillia striolatum, also other Dockrillia, 
including fuliginosum and erythraeum, PNG, to name a few and Dendrobium pugioniforme. 
  
 DUNO orchids have many of these plants for sale along with other native orchids. 
Callyn also donated a number of Dockrillias for our raffle
